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Resumo

A pesquisa investiga 0s processos de subjetivagdo contemporaneos que emergem no agenciamento adolescente-MSN. Sob a
perspectiva das nogdes foucaultianas de artes da existéncia e escritas de si, da nogéo de agenciamento de Deleuze e Guattari e
também das pesquisas de Turkle, Santaella e Nicolaci-da-Costa, avaliamos os modos de subjetivagdo que estdo surgindo na
atualidade, através dos relacionamentos estabelecidos no MSN. Foram realizadas entrevistas individuais com seis adolescentes, com
faixa-etaria entre 14-17 anos, usuérios do programa, e uma conversa online pelo MSN entre a entrevistadora e 0s sujeitos
entrevistados. Discute-se 0 conceito de subjetividade articulado a outros componentes maquinicos da contemporaneidade. Os
resultados apontam para novos processos de subjetivagdo desencadeados pelo agenciamento adolescente-MSN, em trés dimensoes:
as experiéncias tecnoldgicas de si, 0 MSN como lugar de encontro subjetivo e alguns processos de subjetivacdo presentes. O
agenciamento adolescente-MSN apresentou-se como um laboratério de experimentacéo subjetiva, que produz tanto intensificagdes
quanto amortecimentos subjetivos.
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Abstract

The research investigates the contemporary subjectivity processes that emerge in the adolescent-MSN intermediation. From the
perspective of the foucaultian notions of arts of existence and self writings, from Deleuze and Guattari’s notion of intermediation
and also from researches by Turkle, Santaella, and Nicolaci-da-Costa, we assessed the forms of subjectivation which are currently
arising, by means of the relationships established on MSN. Individual interviews were made with six adolescents, with 14 to 17
years of age, users of this program, and an online talk through MSN between the interviewer and the interviewees. The concept of
subjectivity is discussed, articulated with other contemporary machinic components. The results suggest new subjectivation
processes triggered by the adolescent-MSN intermediation in three dimensions: the technological experiences of the self, MSN as a
subjective meeting place, and some subjectivation processes that are present. The adolescent-MSN intermediation showed to be a
subjective experimentation laboratory, which produces not only subjective intensification, but also subjective cushioning.
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
